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     As we honor the one who gave his life protecting others, let us also honor the 
One who is the Giver of eternal life.  Jesus willingly gave His life on the cross to pay the 
price for all our sins that we might spend eternity with Him.  Jesus loves you with an 
everlasting love.  There's nothing you've done that He cannot forgive and redeem.  
The Bible tells us in Romans 10:8-11 (Living Bible Version)  "For salvation that comes 
from trusting Christ - which is what we preach - is already within easy reach of each of 
us; in fact, it is as near as our own hearts and mouths.  For if you tell others with your 
own mouth that Jesus Christ is your Lord, and believe in your own heart that God has 
raised him from the dead, you will be saved.  For it is by believing in his heart that a 
man becomes right with God; and with his mouth he tells others of his faith, confirming 
his salvation.  For the Scriptures tell us that no one who believes in Christ will ever be 
disappointed." 
     While it is profound, God made it simple.  Simply believe and receive what Jesus 
has already done for you.  We have no guarantee of tomorrow, so do not wait. Pray a 
simple prayer from your heart; "Jesus, thank You for dying on the cross for my sins.  I 
give you my heart and life today.  Be my Lord and Saviour.  Amen."   
     What if you're not sure about Jesus? Is He really God?  Did He really die for all my 
sins?  Does He really care about me?  God has no problem with the questions of an 
honest searching heart.  Just ask Him about your questions and doubts.  He is bigger 
than any question you can ask.  Just pray an honest prayer.  "Jesus, if You are God, if 
You are real, show me and I will give You my heart and life."
